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WHAT ARE WE DOING IN SCHOOL?


Theme:  Pirates- Pirates Past Noon


What’s happening in centers:  Children are really starting to take active roles in planning and acting out play scenarios that go along with the story.  Children are now able to make connections between the chapter book and the background information we have learned.  


What Reading & Writing Skills are being practiced?  Children are being encouraged to write more and use all their new skills when writing.  For example, when children get stuck writing sounds for a word, we ask them to think about Elkonin activities and segment the sounds as they write.  As we get more into word patterns, we will begin to ask children if they hear patterns in the words they write.


What Math Skills are being practiced? We are expanding our number sense with a ten frame.  The ten frame represents a group of 10.  This will help children understand teen numbers as a group of tens and ones.

Ahoy Families! We have started our adventure with Jack and Annie and the Pirates.  We used our props to help us dramatize in our centers.  We are learning to help each other remember the story events and act them out.  


�Spotlight Activity:  Word Building


We continue word building in our small groups.  We have been exploring patterns in words and how new words can be built with these patterns.  For example, -ing is a common word pattern and by changing just the initial sound we can make lots of new words like sing, wing, ring and thing!  This week we began learning about the patterns _ay, _ice, _ead, _ank, _ake, and _ide. The children continue to enjoy the Elkonin games, the Sound by Sound game and we have introduced syllable clapping.
