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WHAT ARE WE DOING IN SCHOOL?

What Reading & Writing Skills are being practiced? We played IHWH games, Elkonin boxes and built words. We continue to build words by chunking the ends of words. For example, for the word ending “ike,” we write and build words such as “like, hike, Mike, bike…” Try to play a rhyming game at home similar to this. Give your child a word like “cat” and see how many rhyming words he/she can name. 


What Math Skills are being practiced? We worked on decomposing numbers in more than one way. We explored weight, capacity and counting by 10’s.
