�Spotlight Activity (review) : 100’s Number Line





Many children can count by rote to numbers well beyond ten.  However, learning about numbers beyond 10 and what they mean is a skill that is just emerging for kindergarteners.  They need a lot of experience exploring these numbers and their meaning to build a good mental model.  We spend lots of time with the number line and the hundreds chart to afford children these opportunities.  
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
