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WHAT ARE WE DOING IN SCHOOL?





Theme:  Wild West- Ghost Town at Sundown 





What’s happening in centers:  Students handwriting continues to improve through the practice being done in the Handwriting Center. When you combine this development with the continued development of vocabulary and writing skills being worked on in the Writing Center you get some pretty amazing work products!





What Reading & Writing Skills are being practiced? In their individualized reading lessons, students are continuing to improve their reading skills. Reading “levels” are assessed frequently to ensure each student is being provided with instruction and books appropriate to their academic level.  They love the ‘How Many Sounds Board Game.’ The children have fun playing this game and learn how many sounds there are in words. They have also been playing the Who Am I? Game, practicing penmanship, playing Mixed Up Sentences, and IHWH Sight Words. 





What Math Skills are being practiced?  By this point in the year students are “putting together” many of their math skills. Students are even practicing using a hundreds chart as a tool to solve basic mathematical word problems as well as using a number line for counting by 1’s, 5’s and 10’s. We continue to practice skip counting!

�Spotlight Activity: I Have Who Has Sight Words


The most efficient reading strategy is reading a word by sight.  Some words in our language occur frequently and some are not easily sounded out. These words are sometimes referred to as sight words.  To help children practice automatic recall of sight words, we have added an I Have Who Has game highlighting these words. Continue to practice sight words nightly!
