From the Teacher’s Desk: It’s already week 2 of kindergarten! During the first several weeks of school, we will lay the foundation for a happy, successful Kindergarten year! The children will develop a sense of community through games, songs and activities. They will gradually become familiar with the daily routine, classroom centers and materials, and the school rules. This kindergarten will be our Kindergarten, and the children will work together to make it their own. I look forward to getting to know all of the children and families as the school year progresses.


Supplies: Please be sure your child brings a backpack to school everyday. It is needed to transport his/her kindergarten folder, papers and projects to and from school. Empty the folder each day. Also, be sure to write your child’s name or initials on EVERYTHING he/she brings to school. The inside tag of hats, mittens, coats, sweaters, sweatshirts, snack bags etc. is a great place for your child’s name. Labeling helps me promptly return any “lost” items.                 Box Tops for Education: Our class collects BOX TOPS FOR EDUCATION. Please feel free to send these in as you collect them-ANYIME. Place box tops in a plastic bag or an envelope so we avoid little slips of paper falling about our cubby area.                                                              Three Little Things That Help A Lot: 1. Please encourage your child to use the bathroom just prior to leaving for school. Please ask your child -care provider to ask your child to go if your child is with someone else before school. This helps cut down on bathroom trips during our opening group activities. 2. Please try to limit the small objects that are worn to school (bracelets, watches, necklaces...), items that come to school in pockets (money, small toys, trading cards...) and items that are clipped to or are inside backpacks. These items often become distractions to your child’s learning. 3. Tie shoelaces in double knots.                                                                                                       Reminder from last week: Studies show that the best foundation for children is to use play as the activity to ‘spark’ learning.  When you ask your children what they did in school, their answer will most likely be ‘I played’, and they will be absolutely right as much of what they learn in September will happen through games and play. A part of this newsletter, titled “What are we doing in school?” will tell you what theme the class is working on and what your child is learning through play.                                                                                          Homework: Homework will come home on Mondays and will be due on Fridays. Keep in mind that some children will need some down time when they get in and might not want to dive right into homework when he/she gets home from school. Find a time in your schedule that works for you both. Homework for Kindergarten should be fun and not a fight.

WHAT ARE WE DOING IN SCHOOL?





Theme:  Fairy Tales – The Three Little Pigs.  





What’s happening in centers:  We are acting out the fairy tales we read to learn about story sequence and characters.  We are practicing taking turns and changing roles.  We are learning to use the comprehension strategies we have learned to act out our roles.  





What Reading & Writing Skills are being practiced?  We practice visualizing or making a picture of the story in our minds.  We are learning to think about character empathy or how the characters in the story feel.  We also talk about story grammar or the beginning, middle and end of the story.
