WHAT ARE WE DOING IN SCHOOL?





Theme:  The African Savannah- Lions at Lunch Time





What’s happening in centers:  Students continue to practice literacy and math skills in each area. 





What Reading & Writing Skills are being practiced?  Children continue to practice decoding and fluency skills.  In addition, we now are combining comprehension and decoding skills.  Once children are efficient decoders, they can use some of their working memories to think about what they are reading.  Comprehension questions are asked of students after they decode.  





What Math Skills are being practiced?  Students have been practicing subtraction using a subtraction game. We also orally tell subtraction problems and use manipulatives, a number line and more to solve problems! Look at us go! 





PRACTICE SIGHT WORDS DAILY!!!! We have completed all “new” words for the year. We will review “old” words throughout the rest of the year. Be sure to keep practicing! 





EXTENSIONS AT HOME: 


Practice telling subtraction stories and use toys or small objects to solve the problem.  Then, write the number sentence. Ex) There were 5 toy cars on the rug and 3 drove away. How many are left? 5-3=2

Spotlight Activity:  Math 


One of the Math skills we have been working in is for children to “decompose” numbers, a highlighted skill in the Common Core Math standards.  Decomposition of numbers is taking a number like 6 and realizing 6 is 0+6, 1+5, 2+4, 3+3, 4+2, 5+1, and 6+0.  We are practicing decomposing numbers through ten to help children gain a good understanding of how numbers are related.
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
