WHAT ARE WE DOING IN SCHOOL?


Theme:  Fairy Tales – Goldilocks and The Three Bears  





What’s happening in centers: We continue to act out fairy tales in centers and practice switching roles.  We made props to help us dramatize.





What Reading & Writing Skills are being practiced? We continue to learn about letters and sounds as we write center plans.  We are playing small group games titled Look and Remember and The Memory Game to strengthen our memory skills. We are also practicing recognizing colors, shapes and uppercase letters quickly with the “I Have Who Has” game format. We had our first three sight words: a, is, we- be sure to review the words. 





What Math Skills are being practiced? We make a graph showing our ages and used it to answer counting and comparison questions. We looked at dots in different combinations to look at groupings of numbers. We used five frames to informally explore addition and subtraction within 5.

Parent’s Guide to Preparing Your Child for School





   Academic Readiness





Before starting kindergarten, children need to know about themselves, their families, and the world. Children can come to school with many skills that teachers can build upon, if they have already had good learning experiences at home with their parents. To prepare your child academically, you can: 


Read to your child each day and talk about what was in the story.


Visit the library and check out books. 


Sing songs and finger plays. 


Help your child to recognize his or her first name by writing it in different places that will be seen your child. 


Teach your child to write. 


Help your child to learn colors by pointing to and naming items like, “red pencil,” “green rug,” or “yellow shirt.” 


Puzzles and games that involve counting and problem solving are good to learn by. 


Let your child draw, write, cut, and paste. 


Teach your child the alphabet song, and show them toys that will help him or her better understand the alphabet. 


Take your child to different places, like the store, zoo, playground or an amusement park. Talk to your child about the things they saw and the things they did. 


Let your child sing, dance, run, and ride bikes or tricycles. 


Pick childcare that teaches children with fun activities.
