�Spotlight Activity (review):  Elkonin Boxes


Elkonin Boxes are a series of activities that provide practice in hearing sounds in the order they appear in a word.  This is a very important skill for reading. In the first activity children jump on a spot for each sound while saying the sounds. It helps the children get the rhythm of phonemes (sounds) in words.  In the second activity, we move to pushing chips/tokens to represent each sound. For cat- we hear all the sounds /c/, /a/, /t/.

WHAT ARE WE DOING IN SCHOOL?


Theme:  Castle and Knights: The Knight at Dawn


What’s happening in centers: We are dramatizing roles from the book and acting out events from our Magic Tree House (MTH) story. We are using an ever expanding vocabulary in our play.


What Reading & Writing Skills are being practiced? We are writing summaries of what happens with Jack and Annie. When we finish a Magic Tree House story, each child will bring home his/her own written version of the book.  Phonemic awareness, letter sounds and names, and segmenting sounds are the focus of our small group literacy games. Please continue to practice the IHWH games with your child. The more he/she practices letters/sounds, the more fluent he/she will become.


What Math Skills are being practiced?  This week, we were working on sorting/resorting, getting to know circles, composing and decomposing numbers using ten frame, counting collection of items in different arrangements and exploring rectangles.

Paper Plate Toss: Write sight words on paper plates. Use them like frisbees to throw after reading the word. Add in some additional fun by adding a target.


Flashlight Words: Turn off the lights. Tape words on the wall or ceiling. Use the flashlight to sine on the word, then have your child read it.


Go Fish: Wish a duplicate set of word cards play “Go Fish.” You can easily make your own cards out of index cards.


Stepping Stones: Place the word cards on the floor, making a fun stream going across the room. Have your child walk over the stream. As they step onto the stepping stone (word), have them say the word before they move on to get to the other side of the stream.


Tic-Tac-Toe: Write words in the tac-tac-toe spaces. Take turns selecting a space to read. If read correctly, an X or O is placed on the space until someone wins.


Word-O: Like BINGO. Fill in a card with the words that you are working on. Call out the words and mark the spaces.     





Word Hunt: Look for target words in books or in the newspaper. If using the newspaper your child can highlight or circle the words that she finds.


Word Jump: Write the sight words onto the driveway. Call out a word. Have your child jump their way to the sight word.
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
