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This week we finished reading and dramatizing Knights At Dawn. We continued to write about what we read each chapter. We are getting better are making lines for each word we need to write and writing at least the first letter for the word. The more we practice, the better we get!  Continue to play “I Have, Who Has” games with letters and sounds to help your child strengthen his/her alphabetic knowledge that will aid them in their writing.

�Spotlight Activity:  Buddy Reading


During Buddy Reading, children are paired with a partner to read.  Self-Regulation is built into this activity with one child having a “lips” card and one having an “ears” card to help them remember who is reading and who is listening. When writing, the children practice reading their facts or chapter summaries to each other.  Research tells us that when children reread their own writing, they can make great strides in their reading development. Children also look at picture books and “read” the pictures to each other.
