�Spotlight Activity:  Graphics Practice


Up to this point in the year, we have used our Graphics Practice exercises to practice both physical self regulation, private speech and handwriting strokes. We have begun to tie the private speech and strokes into the formation of letters.  This is the beginning of penmanship practice.  Children will be encouraged to write their letters properly using their private speech to help them remember what to write.  For example, when writing a capital “M” children would say, “up, down, up, down.”
